¢ Inthe Minor Dissertation, students use academic and professional discourses to investigate, communicate and defend
research ideas and findings that contribute to their own research skills and their area of specialisation. Both research modules
contribute to equip students with the ability to research and communicate evidence-based design decisions and solutions to
different audiences.

Allthe modules develop independent and critical thinking, accountability for self and teams and the level of ethical professional
practice required at managerial levels.
