Graduation and Completion Requirements for This Qualification
In order to be awarded this qualification, you must have achieved a minimum final year mark of fifty percent (50%) for all 24 modules
in the curriculum - this is discipline specific.

As adistance (online) student, this qualification is structured to be completed over 4 years. The maximum time for completing a
qualification full-time is double the minimum time associated with the qualification, and for part-time an additional year is allowed.
