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Teaching Experience

Teaching Experience (TE) involves placing student teachers in South African school environments where they engagein
structured, practical learning and apply their theoretical knowledge in real classroom settings. This school-based Work-Integrated
Learning (WIL) componentis a critical requirement in all Faculty of Education qualifications. The TE weeks must take place ina
suitable school (as determined by the institution) within reasonable range of one of the Emeris campuses.

Access into school-based work integrated learning (ie. teaching experience). The following is important in this regard:

SACE Provisional Registration

All students registered for an initial teacher education qualification with Emeris are required to provisionally register with SACE.
Police Clearance Certificates

All students undertaking an academic qualification with a school-based WIL component will be required to have a valid police
clearance on commencement of their Teaching Experience componentin a school.

Attendance Requirements

Students will be allowed access into school-based WIL per relevant year if the student has met the 80% online engagement
requirement for each of the identified modules that are aligned to Teaching Experience for that year.

Graduation and Completion Requirements for This Qualification

In order to be awarded this qualification, you must have achieved a minimum final year mark of fifty percent (50%) for all 49 modules
inthe curriculum.

As adistance (online) student, this qualification is structured to be completed over 4 years. The maximum time for completing a
qualification full-time is double the minimum time associated with the qualification, and for part-time an additional year is allowed.
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Where Assessments Are Written in Person

e Forstudents based in South Africa, online students may select any Emeris campus as their Examination Centre.

¢ Analternative examination centre is only permissible for students studying abroad and those located in a province of South
Africawhere thereis no IIE campus. If there is no IIE campus within reach, an alternative venue will need to be sourced by you.
For non-IIE venues, there is an alternative venue levy per module.
